May 24, 2010 

Monroe School 3641 Missouri Avenue 
 

6:30 - 7:00 pm  Police and NSO Reports  
 
7:00 pm   MVNA meeting began with members introducing themselves. 
 
Guest Speaker: Patty Maher, Developer 
Maher spoke about the rehab of 3500 Illinois, which was the first renovation in St. Louis to receive a 
Builders Energy Star rating. An open house will be held in early June. Maher expressed interest in 
working on other properties in Marine Villa. 
 
Guest Speaker: Jill Hamilton, Recycling Program Manager for St. Louis City 
Hamilton presented information on refuse and recycling services in St. Louis. In total, about 200,000 
tons of landfill waste is produced each year, which translates into $6 million in landfill tipping fees. 
City residences generate over 140,000 tons of waste, which accounts for $4.8 million of the landfill 
fees. Direct cost averages $9-11 per household. 
 
Hamilton outlined alternatives to landfill waste: 

1. Reduce amount of waste produced. 
2. Reuse materials as much as possible. 
3. Recycle. The city as 27 recycling sites. While recycling also costs, trash is more expensive 

because of the landfill fees. Hamilton noted that the recycling rate is exploding in the city. 
 
Alderman Reports  
Craig Schmid – Ward 20: Related to Hamilton’s presentation, Schmid noted that some people are 
looking at making recycling more widely available. A pilot program in McKinley Heights has placed 
recycling dumpsters in the alleys. One trash service proposal includes once-a-week trash pickup and 
once-a-week recycling pickup. 
 
With July 4 approaching, Schmid asked residents to start making lists of properties that often set off 
fireworks. The City will send a notice to these residents. Work is still rolling on the Cherokee 
Enhancement Project. Work will probably begin in the summer and be completed in about 200 days. 
Schmid reminded residents to call about any problems at the bus stop at Jefferson and Cherokee. 
 
Ken Ortmann – Ward 9: Ortmann reminded residents to report illegal dumping in alleys. You can 
receive $100 if there is a conviction. Let alderman know about any properties that need the grass cut. 
Report any streetlights that are out to the Citizen Service Bureau. 
 
Committee Reports  
Marketing- Marty Dames: MVNA is holding an art fair on August 7. Movie night is August 28.
